of Directors.  

In addition to the generous 
sponsors, there is also a silent 
auction held during the fundraiser. 
Inside one of the museum’s 
classrooms, rows of original 
art prints, beadwork, weavings, 
regalia, books, and even a couple 
baby boards were up for bid this 
year. All of these pieces were either 
created or donated by Tulalip artists 
and community members, such 
as Toneena Gobin, Taylor Henry, 
Winona Shopbell, and Walter 
Moses, just to name a few. There 
was also a table which featured 
glassware, jewelry sets, and cedar 
woven mats made by Tulalip youth. 

Before the dinner officially 
began, the guests were afforded 
a free hour to socialize with 
the artists and other attendees, 
visit the exhibits and the HCC 
longhouse, and also view a live art 
demonstration. The 2025 featured 
artist was Ty Juvinel, who put the 
finishing touches on a salmon rattle 
during the event. The people had 

the opportunity to buy cedar woven 
roses upon checking in, and each 
rose purchased also came with a 
raffle ticket for a chance to win the 
rattle. 

After perusing the items 
in the silent auction and placing 
their bids, many participants took 
a moment to see salmon cooked 
in traditional fashion, on sticks 
and over a fire pit. The delicious 
salmon has been prepared by Lance 
and Tammy Taylor ever since the 
start of the fundraiser. And as a 
bonus this year, the people also got 
to witness another Tulalip tradition 
in real time as the Taylors passed 
on their traditional knowledge of 
cooking to their grandson, Jared, 
while preparing the feast. 

The event kicked off with 
the presentation of colors by the 
Tulalip Honor Guard and a prayer 
by culture bearer, Sarah Miller 
before the night’s headlining act, 
Swil Kanim (Lummi), took the 
stage. As he played a number of 
original songs that he composed 
on his violin, he also took time to 
share his personal story, filled with 
many hilarious anecdotes, to the 

audience.
Bringing the soiree to a 

close, the guests were treated to 
a strawberry shortcake dessert. 
During this last course, Mytyl and 
her kiddos raffled off Ty’s salmon 
rattle. Winners of the silent auction 
were then announced. Attendess 
collected their items and went home 
with smiles on their faces, knowing 
they helped contribute to a living 
history museum that continues to 
educate and share the chronicles of 
Tulalip and its people. 

During her closing remarks, 
Marjorie shared, “The lessons that 
are celebrated and shared here, at 
the Hibulb Cultural Center, will 
continue to benefit and enrich future 
generations. Thanks to everyone’s 
support and continued patronage, 
in a time where arts, museums, and 
public education are subject to first 
round budget cuts. What we have 
echoes for lifetimes and we’re in 
this together.”
	 Executive Director of 
the Tulalip Foundation, Nicole 
Sieminski, officially announced 
that over $53,000 was raised at this 
year’s silent auction and salmon 

bake. That is double the amount 
raised at the inaugural event, which 
speaks volumes to how the cultural 
center has grown over the years and 
its significance to the community. 

Said Nicole “Our ultimate 
goal is to support the cultural 
center and to feature it’s work and 
all the good work that it’s doing. 
It is gratifying to see people’s 
support and that they keep showing 
up for us. And we’re grateful that 
we keep getting new supporters 
as well.  Every year the funds are 
going to future exhibitions and 
programming. Thankfully, the 
cultural center staff are able to 
continue to offer events. It’s good 
to see that and hopefully our donors 
can see that as well.”

	 What made this year’s 
event stand out was not just the 
variety of services and activities 
offered, but the overwhelming dis-
play of community participation. 
Children, parents, and elders alike 
came out in full force, filling the 
room with laughter, curiosity, and 
connection. The health fair has al-
ways been about medical check-
ups and preventive health mea-
sures. But it’s also about caring for 
the mind, body, and spirit, while 
honoring the shared responsibility 
to keep one another healthy.
	 At its core, wellness is 
about prevention. Health Clinic 

staff were intentional about re-
minding participants that annual 
screenings can make all the differ-
ence when it comes to long-term 
wellness. Blood draws, finger 
pricks to check blood sugar lev-
els, and blood pressure tests were 
available free of charge. For many, 
these screenings serve as an early 
warning system, helping to catch 
potential issues like diabetes, high 
blood pressure, or cholesterol be-
fore they become more serious.
	 “Our goal is to make it 
easy and comfortable for our peo-
ple to stay on top of their health,” 
explained Health System deputy

	 Participants of all ages rolled up their 
sleeves for finger pricks and blood pressure cuffs, 

exemplifying Jennie’s sentiment that caring for 
oneself is an act of community responsibility. Par-
ents encouraged their teens to get screened, while 
elders proudly modeled the importance of regular 
check-ups for younger generations.
	 “I just wanted to see what they had available 
here,” admitted Sonia Sohappy as she perused the 
many health fair stations. Her curiosity soon turned 
to a health-conscious cause as she got two vials of 
blood drawn for a full health screening. “I haven’t 
done blood work for a few years and couldn’t pass 
up the opportunity to have it done here. It was super 
easy and convenient.” 
	 While health screenings provided essential

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data, the fair also made sure well-
ness was fun and engaging. Chil-
dren lit up when they discovered 
the frisbee golf station, which en-
couraged movement and outdoor 
play. With discs flying across the 
lawn and friendly competition un-
folding, it was easy to forget that 
the activity was really about pro-
moting exercise and physical activ-
ity.
	 Nearby, families visited 
a booth offering healthy drink al-
ternatives to sugary sodas and en-
ergy drinks. Participants sampled 
fruit-infused sparkling waters and 
refreshing Kombuchas while learn-
ing about the dangers of sugar 
overload and how small swaps can 
add up to big health benefits.
	 “I’m trying to encourage 
healthy beverage choices by of-
fering samples of low-sugar or no-
sugar drink options. We’re realiz-
ing that many people aren’t aware 
of all the options available now. 
There’s so many brands that of-
fer so many flavors,” said recently 
recruited member of the Diabetes 
Prevention crew, Virginia Jones. 
“By presenting just a sample of 
the many choices out there, we’re 
hoping to get adults and children to 
make the switch from high-sugar 
loaded drinks, like soda and energy 
drinks, to a much healthier low-
sugar or no-sugar option.” 
	 Virginia was greeted by 
local community members of all 
ages who tried a swig or two of her 

healthy beverage options. Carlotta 
Davis was blown away by the full 
flavor profile of a strawberry va-
nilla Olipop. The prebiotic soda al-
ternative is loaded with plant-based 
fiber and promotes good digestive 
health. 
	 Sisters, 10-year-old Udora 
and 8-year-old Yuliana, eagerly 
sampled a selection of Waterloo 
sparkling water flavors. Big sis-
ter wasn’t a fan, but that’s ok, just 
meant more for little sister who fin-
ished off her drink and her sister’s. 
“It’s good. I like it!” chimed young 
Yuliana while holding out her cup, 
hoping for a refill. 
	 For those seeking a calmer, 
more creative activity, flower bou-
quet and lavender bundle-making 
stations were a big hit. Elders and 
adults stood side by side, helping 
tie blossoms and fragrant herbs into 
arrangements that could be taken 
home as natural mood enhancers. 
This simple activity made wellness 
about more than numbers on a chart 
- it’s also about joy, creativity, and 
finding balance.
	 What stood out most about 
this year’s health fair was the inter-
generational participation. Grand-
parents, parents, and children 
moved together from station to 
station, modeling what it means to 
prioritize health as a family and as 
a community.
	 That goes for work fami-
lies, too. Coworkers Ratina Hatch, 
Rhylee Marchland and Santana 

Sheldon attended the event after the 
lunch hour rush. They went from 
table to table asking questions, 
gathering info, and taking the nec-
essary steps to fill their complimen-
tary yellow buckets with free merch 
and essential home aids. When they 
arrived at the blood pressure check 
station, the competitive spirit took 
hold. The question, “who has the 
lowest blood pressure?” had to be 
answered so bragging rights could 
be had. 
	 Rhylee and Santana were 
confident they had the lowest 
blood pressure, but were quickly 
informed that their caffeine-only 
consumption earlier in the day was 
a serious detriment in this competi-
tion. Both had higher than normal 
blood pressures (that darn coffee!). 
Meanwhile, Ratina casually took a 

seat, had the cuff wrapped around 
her arm, and breathed with an im-
pressive level of nonchalance. The 
medical tech informed Ratina that 
her blood pressure was in the opti-
mum zone. 
	 Bragging rights bestowed, 
Ratina shared, “It feels amazing 
to win our lowest blood pressure 
competition. I knew I was going to 
win. I’ve always had perfect blood 
pressure.”
	 Smiles, laughter, and 
meaningful conversations filled the 
Gathering Hall throughout the six-
hour event. If there’s any singular 
takeaway, it’s the gentle reminder 
to community members that small, 
consistent actions – like an annual 
screening or choosing water over 
soda – are truly impactful forms of 
self-care.
