Late game heroics secure 
Lady Hawks victory

Hungry for more:  Pilchuck wrestling stays on track

The Marysville Pilchuck 
wrestling team continued its strong 
season on January 14 with a 55–14 
victory over Stanwood High School, 
improving to 17–1 on the year and 
matching last season’s win total. 
Although the score refl ected another 
dominant performance, coach Tony 
Hatch said the match was more 
challenging than it appeared, as his 
team had to respond after a slow 
start and adjust to an opponent that 
came in ready to compete.

“Stanwood, we weren’t sure 
what they were going to bring to us,” 
Hatch said. “When you’re winning 
every match like we’ve been doing 
lately, everybody’s gaming up for 
you, and I think some of the guys 
might’ve looked past these guys a 
little bit and weren’t ready to step 
on out.”

Hatch explained that 
despite falling behind early, the 
team’s composure and experience 
showed late in the dual. “They 
came at us and really tested us. 
I think it shows the character of 
our guys that we can change gears 
and come back to get the win after 
falling behind.” 

After finishing 17–0 a year 
ago, this season’s group has once 
again put itself in position for a deep 
postseason run. Hatch said the only 
blemish on the record, a close loss 
to Arlington earlier in the season, 
continues to motivate the team as it 
balances success with the physical 
demands of a long schedule. 

“That loss still haunts us a 
little bit,” Hatch said. “These guys 
have really been hitting it hard, and 
we’ve got a lot of guys that are beat 
up and need a little time to heal,” he 
added, noting that managing health 
will be important as districts and 

states approach.
The roster features eight 

Native American wrestlers, 
including five senior Tulalip tribal 
members, Garrett Turner, Dylon 
Turner, Martell Monger, Marcus 
Smith, and Cole Jones-Offstreet, 
whose leadership has played a key 
role throughout the season. 

Looking ahead to the 
postseason, Hatch believes hunger 
and consistency will define how 
far this team can go. “We’ve got 
some really hungry guys,” he said. 
“A handful should place top eight 
at the state tournament, and then 
a couple guys who could sneak in 
and get on the podium.”

Hatch also emphasized the 
importance of mental preparation 
as the pressure increases. “Try to 
keep them smiling and keep them 
happy, make sure they’re actually 
wrestling their best. They know 
they’ve outworked everybody.” At 

the same time, he said the program’s 
future remains bright. “We’ve got a 
lot of young guys coming up, some 
young tribal members and some 
young guys from the community, 
and they’re and learning a lot from 
the older guys. I’m really excited 
about it.” 

Senior Cole Jones-
Offstreet provided one of the 
night’s highlights with a 30-second 
pin. He said staying focused has 
been a priority for him this season, 
especially on nights when the team 
faces adversity. “Even though we 
were struggling tonight, you never 
want to give up on your opponent, 
so I made sure I went out there 
and put up a strong performance.” 
He added that he has worked to 
expand his offense. “I try to go for 
more leg attacks,” he said, before 
crediting the team’s discipline as 
the postseason nears. “Everybody 
is practicing hard, there’s a good 
support system, and even when 
we’re tired and injured, we’re 
pushing through.” 

When asked about the 
team’s ultimate goal, Jones-
Offstreet did not hesitate. “State 
championship,” he said.

Another milestone came 
from senior captain Garrett Turner, 
who reached the 100-career-win 
mark, continuing a recent trend for 
the program. With his achievement, 
Marysville Pilchuck has now 
produced a 100-win senior in back-
to-back seasons, underscoring 

the program’s consistency and 
development. Turner said pacing 
himself has been a key adjustment 
as the season has gone on. “I’m 
putting too much pressure on these 
guys sometimes and working my 
gas tank a little too much.” 

He added that focusing on 
details has made the difference. 
“I’ve been working on pressure, 
not trying to force scrambles, and 
getting better with my hand fight. 
Working on the little details helps 
a lot.” 

As a senior leader, Turner 
said his role is to keep the team 
focused and energized heading 
into Districts and State. “Just keep 
them confident, keep our boys 
hyped, and ready to explode.” 
Reflecting on earlier matches, he 
said controlling his pace will be 
critical. “I’ve had a couple matches 
where I went too fast and got too 
excited, so I’m going to try to calm 
down a little before districts,” he 
said, before sharing his postseason 
goal. “I want to be a state finalist.”

Marysville Pilchuck now 
turns its attention to the postseason 
schedule, beginning with Dual 
State on January 31 at Orting High 
School at 9 a.m., followed by the 
district tournament on February 6 
and 7 at a site to be determined, and 
the Mat Classic state tournament on 
February 20 and 21 at the Tacoma 
Dome.

girls basketball team hosted 
Providence Classical Christian in 
a mid-season battle of northwest 
divisional foes. Prior to tip-off at 
Francy J. Sheldon gymnasium, the 
Lady Hawks coaching staff shared 
what the points of emphasis have 
been at practice.
	 Head coach Katia Brown 
said, “We’re hoping to see our 
girls come out and set a good tone 
early, like they’ve done the past 
few games. Just trying to keep 
our pace up and keep that speed 
of the game consistent is what I’m 
hoping to see most.”
	 Added assistant coach 
Deandra Grant, “I’d like to see a 
lot more effort from all five girls 
on the court to rebound. We know, 
as a generally undersized team, 
that rebounding is that much 
more important to us. In our last 
few practices, we’ve done more 
rebounding drills and developed a 
real emphasis on going for boards 
as a team, not just standing in place 
and hoping the rebound falls to 
you. We also worked a lot on post-
entry passes. Getting our guards 
more comfortable passing to our 
posts without turning the ball over 
is something I’ll be watching for.”
	 The pace was good in 
the early going, but then stalled 
out quickly after both Heritage 
guards, Aylani Lewis and Madison 
Sheldon, found themselves in 
early foul trouble and on the 
bench. The Lady Hawks scored 
their first bucket six minutes into 
the 1st quarter, after Lilly Jeferson 
went iso and splashed a much-
needed jumper. Her bucket made 
it a 3-6 game. Several possessions 
later, senior forward Raylee Lewis 
collected an offensive board and 
scored a putback to make it a 5-7 
game.
	 Because the points were 
tough to come by, the Lady 

Hawks leaned on their tenacious 
defense to keep them in it. No one 
embodied that spirit more than 
junior forward Omelia Frazier. 
With the foul trouble plaguing 
Heritage’s starting backcourt, 
Omelia got all the run she could 
handle. She responded by playing 
lockdown defense and coming up 
with several well-timed steals.
	 Senior center Molly Jones 
Charles also got an extended run 
in this game. She made a highlight 
play midway through the 2nd 
quarter when her team trailed 
6-10. Molly dove on the court to 
grab a loose ball and, from her 
backside, passed it perfectly into 
the shooting pocket of Madison, 
who stood outside the 3-point line. 
Madison splashed in the 3-pointer, 
and both girls celebrated the play 
as they ran back on defense, now 
trailing by just a single point. On 
the next possession, Madison 
snagged an offensive board and 
scored on a putback to put the 
Lady Hawks up 11-10. Janeisha 
joined the party soon after with 
an offensive board of her own and 
quick putback. Lady Hawks led 
13-10 at halftime.
	 In the 2nd half, the game 
was tied at 17-17 with two minutes 
to go in the 3rd quarter. Aylani 
nabbed a board and then quickly 
threw it forward to Raylee, 
who managed to avoid multiple 
defenders and score a transition 
bucket. That bucket lit the fuse 
for the offensive explosion that 
followed.
	 Entering the 4th quarter, 
Tulalip led 21-19. Raylee would 
make her home in the paint and 
warmly welcomed any would-
be defender to her domicile with 
buckets. Over the right shoulder, 
over the left shoulder, it didn’t 
matter. She scored 10 points in the 
final frame to secure Tulalip’s 36-
31 victory.

Late game heroics secure Lady Hawks victory

The Heritage Hawks were 

coming off back-to-back wins 
over non-league opponents, Lake 
Roosevelt and DeSales, when 
they welcomed the Providence 
Highlanders to Francy J. Sheldon 
gymnasium.

Last season, Providence 
offered quality competition for 
Heritage thanks to a contrast in 
style. The Highlanders had a 
much slower pace of play, ran 
sets that methodically got the ball 
to their big man, and were able 
to effectively score points in the 
paint.

Heritage head coach 
Shawn Sanchey said they’ve been 
preparing for this matchup. “We’ve 
seen pretty much the same iteration 
of this team for two years now. We 
know everything Providence wants 
to do is based around their big 
man,” he explained. “Expressing 
to our boys that, yeah, he’s a big 
body, but we are quicker, more 
agile, and more athletic, which 
means it’s him that can’t match up 
with us. Not the other way around. 
As long as we keep our discipline 

defensively and don’t get into foul 
trouble, I expect to run away with 
this one.”

Run away they did. 
Heritage soared from the opening 
tip as they took a 17-7 lead that 
turned into a 28-12 lead by the 
end of the 1st quarter. Senior guard 
Davien Parks, forward Davis 
Bachand, and guard J.J. Gray 
combined to score 26 of their 
team’s first 28 points.

In the 2nd quarter, all those 
in attendance were treated to 
Tulalip’s version of Lob City. Less 
than a minute into the quarter, 
sophomore guard Tayari Archibald 
pushed the pace on a transition 
break. He spotted teammate Ziggy 
Myles-Gilford streaking to the 
hoop and threw him perfectly 
placed alley-oop. Ziggy dunked 
it home with authority, a two-
hand jam over two Providence 
defenders, that received a 
thunderous roar from the crowd. 
That was followed by junior guard 
Amare Hatch tossing an alley-oop 
off the backboard to Ziggy for 
another acrobatic bucket. 

Tulalip held a whopping 

	 Following the game, 
Raylee shared, “It’s difficult to 
explain, but in the beginning of the 
game I just felt off. Then, later, I 
just got really upset and suddenly 
felt like I couldn’t miss. There 
was even one play where it felt 
like I pulled off Jordan’s signature 
shimmy. I’m just really happy I 
could score when my team needed 
me to and that we go this W.”
	 While Raylee’s heroics 
came on the offensive side of the 
ball, Omelia’s came on the defense 
side. She admitted, “Watching my 

teammates get into foul trouble 
fired me up to get in the game and 
play hard for them. I was trying 
to take that orange ball from 
[Providence] whenever I could. 
I just kept thinking, ‘it doesn’t 
matter, we are going to win this 
game, ’ and we did. Right now, our 
spirits couldn’t be higher.”

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47-20 lead at halftime.
“Our chemistry is finally 

where we wanted to be at the start 
of the season. We had so many 
guys dealing with injuries, me 
included, it was difficult to have 
that chemistry,” admitted J.J. “Man, 
and let me tell you, the energy 
that comes from Ziggy dunking, 
especially from a good lob, that 
just gives us so much momentum. 
We run it up from there.”

The entire squad did an 
admirable job of not letting the 
Providence get comfortable in 
the first half. The defensive clinic 
continued in the second half 
when the Hawks went completely 
lockdown and didn’t allow the 
previously mentioned Highlander 
big man to score a single point 
over the game’s final two quarters. 
Without his offensive production, 
the Highlanders struggled to get 
any quality looks.

Meanwhile, the Hawks 
kept the pedal to the metal and 
pushed the pace whenever possible. 
The Hawks routinely subbed in 3 

or 4 or even 5 players at a time in 
the 4th quarter. The fresh bodies 
and young legs kept Hawks side 
of the scoreboard moving; from 
52-20 to 63-22 to 79-24. The boys 
dominated the 2nd half and ended 
the game on a 27-4 run. 

Davien finished with a 
game high 22 points. Davis scored 
14 points, Ziggy scored 13 points 
and J.J. added 12 points.

“Having such a large lead 
allowed us to do some creative 
subbing and get a look at different 
player combinations,” said coach 
Shawn post-game. “Ultimately, 
those are valuable minutes for 
us as a coaching staff in order to 
see which combinations are able 
to execute. Now that we’re at the 
midway point of the season, it’s all 
about building on our momentum 
and being able to maintain a high 
level of execution throughout an 
entire game, regardless of who 
is on the court.

It 
wasn’t until I joined the Treaty Rights team that 
I realized creating that connection, strengthening 
that connection and, most importantly, protect-
ing that connection with the water is our inherent    
responsibility as Coast Salish people.”

Q:  How do Treaty Rights show up in everyday life?

 “Abundantly. Treaty rights show up 
in our connection with the land and water; 
it’s our ability to love and build relationships 
with life. Storytelling connects you to the 
animals and our traditional values. Weaving 
and carving connect you to the trees. Canoe 
Journey and fi shing connect us to the water. 
Even something as simple as enjoying a cou-
ple packs of smoked salmon from my uncle 
is furthering that connection. I can’t imag-
ine what my everyday life would look like  
without our treaty rights.”

Summer Hammons, 
Legislative Policy Analyst
 “The best examples come from my 
children. They constantly practice the abil-
ity to live sustainably with the land. They 
all enjoy harvesting. For my daughter it’s 
cedar harvesting because she loves craft-
ing with it. Both my boys love being on 
the water and harvesting salmon from the 
sea. They both hunt as well. They utilize 
their treaty rights to live off the land and 
feed their families. And now that they are     
having kids, I’m so excited to pass on those 
teachings of sustainability and exercising 
treaty rights to my grandchildren.”
